The battleship West Virginia stood by Butler until power was regained, and assisted in driving off two more Japanese planes.

LST - 327
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   At 20.01 hours on 27 August 1944 USS LST-327 in a convoy of landing craft was severely damaged by torpedo about 30 miles north of Cherbourg in the English Channel. The torpedo struck near the screws and detonated the munitions locker, directly over the twin screws. The resulting explosion destroyed the crew’s quarter, killed 22 men and seriously wounded 26 others. The survivors were picked up by USS LST-346 and the vessel was towed to Plymouth, where she remained for six months. After the war the ship was 
towed to Norfolk, Virginia and decommissioned on 19 November 1945. On 15 September 1948 she was sold for scrapping to the Sun Shipbuilding and Drydock Co, Chester PA.  (Source – UBoat.Net)

USS Shaw DD-373
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   On 7 December, Shaw was still in auxiliary floating drydock YFD-2. During the Japanese attack, she took three hits – two bombs through the forward machine gun platform, and one through the port wing of the bridge. Fires spread through the ship. By 0925, all fire-fighting facilities were exhausted, and the order to abandon ship was given. Efforts to flood the dock were only partially successful, and shortly after 0930, her forward magazine exploded. Temporary repairs were made at Pearl Harbor during December 1941 and January 1942. On 9 February, Shaw steamed towards San Francisco, where repairs were completed, including the installation of a new bow, at the end of June.

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1.   Built Philadelphia Navy Yard. Torpedoed off Salerno, Italy 10/9/1943 with a loss of 163 men killed in the water by the explosion of unsecured depth charges that went off when she sank.

2.   While escorting a convoy during a dense fog off Nova Scotia on 22 August 1942, Buck was struck starboard side by the New Zealand troop-transport Awatea while trying to escort another vessel to her correct position in the convoy. The impact broke Buck's keel and sliced about two-thirds through the fantail. Seven sailors were killed in the collision. When the destroyer Ingraham came to assist she was mortally damaged by a collision with oiler Chemung losing 218 of her 229 crew. After rescuing the survivors from Ingraham, the oiler managed to take Buck under tow until relieved by the fleet tug Cherokee.
