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During the Summer of 2010, Urban Outfitters expanded their headquarters and network of

open space at The Navy Yard.  Remaining true to on-going ship building

operations and to the backdrop of past production, the historic infrastructure of Drydock 1 

was used as the framework for a new regenerative landscape and public space.
Rather than utilize a typical demolition plan, a salvaging strategy was deployed. 
Age-old concrete, brick and asphalt were refashioned as paving and

mulch for tree plantings. Constructed wetlands take the place of ships

in the dry dock in the shape of letters URBN as a sign of Urban Outfitters ingenuity 
and creativity.
